He believes that rising temperatures and extreme weather events are clear signs
of climate change.

4. Create awareness material: develop posters, flyers and social media posts to convey your message.

5. Host Activity: organize a small event like movie night, or discussion with you friends, family, and
community members.

6. Utilize social media: Share your campaign on social media platforms.

7. Encourage actions; provide simple steps that people or your audience can take to reduce their
carbon footprint and contribute to mitigating global warming.
